NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Richland County Board of Supervisors that Resolution
# 15-98 is hereby amended by repealing the following crossed-out words and adopting the following underlined
words:

“WHEREAS the County’s auditor, Johnson Block and Company, Inc. has recommended that the County
Board formalize this policy by adopting a Resolution requiring the County to maintain a balance in the General
Fund of at least 25% of the total budgeted General Fund operating expenditures for the year”;

“NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Richland County Board of Supervisors that it is the
policy of Richland County that at all times the balance in the General Fund shall be at least 25% of the total
General Fund operating expenditures set forth in the County’s budget for the year”;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Finance and Personnel Committee is committed to maintain the
minimum balance in the General Fund through budget preparations and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and
publication.
